FACE is comprised of between 10-15 Campus Interns who craft and carry forward the vision and agenda for Jewish life at the University of Arizona.  Working in tandem with UA Hillel and other Jewish organizations, FACE Interns are charged with building the Jewish community on campus through existing social networks, understanding that the larger Jewish community is made up of many smaller communities, and creating a vibrant Jewish community at the U of A.  

Who is a FACE Intern?  FACEs are students with strong connections to Judaism – whether cultural, social, or religious – who are able to model that passion for their peers and create smaller communities based on mutual interests.  FACEs will inspire their friends and new students to get involved and embrace Judaism on their own terms while making a contribution to the wider Jewish community.  FACEs are the community leaders who feel passionately about creating spaces for all Jewish students on campus to feel welcome.
Approaching this in a holistic way, UA Hillel is committed to your growth as a FACE Intern and will provide many opportunities for professional development through supervision and insight into the daily operations of a non-profit, from fundraising to building community relationships.  

The University of Arizona Hillel is ultimately committed to building a dynamic Jewish community at the  UA accessible to all students.  Therefore we will not be guided by numbers or attendance but rather success will be determined by the impact we’re making with each program and relationship created.    

FACE Interns will receive: 

·  A spot at the Engagement Institute this August – an all-expenses paid conference through Hillel International for professional development 

· Priority application status for Taglit-Birthright Israel, assuming all eligibility requirements are met, or assistance finding an applicable Immersive Experience.
· Possibility to meet regularly with a community mentor, to be identified based on personal interests.
· Job skills training, such as resume building and interview assistance.

· Optional class credit.

Each Campus Intern will be responsible for: 

General 

· Commitment to serving a full academic year with a 6-8 hour commitment per week

· One-on-one supervision meeting with Supervisor every 2 weeks

· Maintain a GPA of 2.75 or higher.
·  Creation and implementation of one fundraiser to benefit UA Hillel.
· As a team, attend and implement Hillel initiatives in the first six weeks of the academic year.
· Create a vision for how you want to impact the Jewish community and our campus, developing specific initiative ideas.  

· Engage a minimum of 50 new students on an ongoing basis by tapping into your existing social networks with emphasis in tracking their interests and involvement.

*Working with at least one other intern, must plan and implement at least one BASH per 
semester.

*Must have a minimum of 3 coffee dates per week

*Must schedule 1 event a month targeted at constituent demographic
